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Maths

The children are continuing their unit on addition and subtraction. They have written some fantastic addition num-
ber sentences. The children have been exploring parts within numbers and how a missing part can be worked out
using the whole number and the known part. We are now moving onto subtraction and we will be looking at using
crossing out as a method to support subtraction knowledge.

English

In English, we have been exploring our focus text of ‘The gingerbread man’ We have written a wonderful re-telling of
the story. The children are still focusing on using consistent capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. The children
are now becoming authors of their own and they are creating their own characters to add into the story.

Science
We are continuing to learn about materials within science and we are also looking at seasonal changes throughout
Autumn. The children have been making daily observations on the changes to the weather and the trees.
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Foundation Subjects

In Geography, the children are continuing to explore
"Where | live’ They have looked at features found in an
aerial map and have used resources to create their own
messy maps of our classroom.

In PSHE, the children are learning about health and well-
being. In the most recent session, the children have ex-
plored germs, how germs are spread and how hand-
washing can prevent the spread of germs.

In music, the children are learning about rhythm and
pulse. They have been using their bodies to create differ-
ent sounds and patterns of music.
