PE

We will learn to retell the 

story using actions and performing the story as a class. We 

will be learning letter formation during our phonics sessions 

and we will also be focussing on name writing 

 

 

 

 

 

                     

Expressive Arts and Design 

 We will begin the half term by focussing on 

colour mixing. We will be learning how to 

make different autumn colours using powder 

paints. We will be learning how to make 

lighter and darker shades. We will then be 

creating our own autumn themed art work.  

 We will also be learning how to create our 

very own self-portraits. We will look carefully 

at our own features and learn how to position 

these correctly when drawing faces.  

 

Phonics 

We are very much looking forwarding to beginning our Little 
Wandle Phonics sessions. This half term the children will be 
introduced to the following graphemes:

Maths 

 As mathematicians we will be learning a 

range of skills in order to provide us with 

firm foundations for our future mathematical 

learning.

rhymes to support our counting skills. 

 

Fine Motor Skills 

We will be taking part in regular dough disco sessions in 
order to develop our hand strength. We will also be taking 
part in daily fine motor skills challenges such as threading, 
using hole punches and drawing patterns.     

Communication and Language 

We will be developing our listening skills by playing different 

listening games. We will be learning to follow simple instructions. 

We will be focussing on developing our communication skills 

through playing and interacting with the children and adults 

within in the setting.

 Practising the phonics sounds and tricky words that 
the children have been assigned.
