We will continue to focus on our feelings and how we can 

express them in a healthy way.We will be learning 

different phrases and expressions that we can use in 

challenging social situations. We will be learning to 

collaborate an co-operate during group activities and 

playing and learning opportunities.   

 

 

Physical Development 

PE- Gymnastics 

This half term we will be taking part in Gymnastics. 

As part of this unit the children will learn fundamental 
skills such as rolling, jumping and climbing. The 
children will develop an awareness of their own safety 
and the safety of those around them. The children will 
have the opportunity to climb various P.E. equipment, 
jump and land safely.   

 

Literacy  

We will be exploring the topic of ‘Starry Night’ through 

texts such as Owl Babies, Emily Brown and the Thing and 

Blue Penguin. We will be predicting what characters in the 

story are like and reading through the story to find out 

what they are actually like. We will be designing our very 

own potions and writing recipes for these.  

We will be learning lots of new words either found 

within the books or associated with the books 

including: exhausted, cavern, yell, frightening, afraid, 

empty, return, stunning.  

 

 

 

                

Expressive Arts and Design 

 We will be exploring the mediums of chalk 

and oil pastels to create our own firework 

pictures. We will explore what happens when 

we mix oil pastels with powder paints. 

 We will be learning about the properties of 

clay. We will learn how to mould and shape 

clay into different forms.  

 

 

Phonics 

Phonics new GPCs:  ff ll ss j v w x y z zz qu ch sh th 

ng n •words with –s /s/ added at the end (hats sits) 

•words ending in s /z/ (his) and with –s /z/ added at 

the end (bags sings) 

 

Tricky Words: put, pull, full, as, and, has, his, her, go, 

no, to, into, she, push, he, of, we, me, be.  

 

Maths 

 Deepen understanding of 5 as a quantity by linking the 

number itself to the 5 fingers on one hand. Explore 

ways to represent numbers to 5 using both their fingers 

and the Hungarian number pattern. 

 Compare the number of objects in 2 sets by matching 

them 1:1. Seeing that objects in some sets can be 

matched without any being left over, talking about 

‘equal’ amounts.  

 Reinforce the language of ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’ and 

‘an equal number’ to describe how many objects there 

are in each set.  

 Investigate the composition of 3, 4 and 5. Composing 

and de-compose numbers, investigating part–part–

whole relations, e.g. seeing that 3 can be composed of 1 

and 2. 

Explore verbal counting to larger numbers. Counting 

together to numbers larger than 20 will begin to expose 

the pattern of number names beyond the tricky ‘teen’ 

Fine Motor Skills 

We will be taking part in regular dough disco sessions in order to 
develop our hand strength. We will also be taking part in daily fine 
motor skills challenges such as threading, using hole punches and 
drawing patterns. We will also be developing our handwriting skills 
by practising to form letters correctly.      

Communication and Language 

We will be developing our listening skills by playing different 

listening games. We will be focussing on these core skills: sitting 

still, staying quiet whilst someone is talking, looking at the 

person who is talking and listening to all of the words before 

responding.
